1. Orbit:  path an object in space follows as it revolves around another object, such as

Earth around the sun or a satellite around Earth

2. Revolution: one orbit of an object in space around another object in space such as

the moon around the Earth.

3. Rotation: spinning of a planet, moon, sun, or other object, around its axis

4. Astronomer: a scientist who studies space, including stars, planets, and other

objects in space

5. Astronomy: study of space, including stars, planets, and other objects in space

6. Cosmology: study of the large-scale structure and history of the universe

7. Eclipse: when one solar system object passes between the Sun and another object,

casting a shadow

8. Lunar: relating to moon: relating to a moon or its movement around a planet,
especially the Moon in relation to the Earth (Luna- means moon)

9. Waxing: moon phases from new moon to full moon; pertaining to the period during

which the visible surface of the moon increases

10. Waning: moon phases from full moon to new moon; pertaining to the period during

 which the visible surface of the moon decreases
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
