1. Rock: mixture of one or more minerals, rock fragments, volcanic glass, organic matter, or other natural materials; can be igneous, metamorphic, or sedimentary. (p. 36)

2. Rock Cycle: model that describes how rocks slowly change from one form to another through time. (p. 37)

3. Mineral: naturally occurring inorganic solid that has a definite chemical composition and an orderly internal atomic structure. (p. 8)

4. Physical Property: any characteristic of a material that you can observe without changing the identity of the material

5. Hardness: measure of how easily a mineral can be scratched. (p. 15)

6. Streak: color of a mineral when it is in powdered form. (p. 17)

7. Luster: describes the way a mineral reflects light from its surface; can be metallic or nonmetallic. (p. 16)

8. Fracture: physical property of some minerals that causes them to break with uneven, rough, or jagged surfaces. (p. 17)

9. Cleavage: physical property of some minerals that causes them to break along smooth, flat surfaces. (p. 17)
