1. Physical Change:  change in which the form or appearance of matter changes, but not its composition.

2. Chemical Change: change in which the composition of a substance changes.
3. Thermal Energy: energy that all objects have that increases as the object’s temperature increases; the sum of the kinetic and potential energy of the particles in a material.

4. Kinetic Energy: energy an object has due to its motion. energy of body caused by motion: the energy that a body or system has because of its motion.
5. Temperature: a measure of the average value of the kinetic energy of the particles in a material. degree of heat: the degree of heat as an inherent quality of objects expressed as hotness or coldness relative to something else
6. Heat:  thermal energy transferred from a warmer object to a cooler object. energy perceived as temperature: a form of transferred energy that arises from the random motion of molecules and is felt as temperature, especially as warmth or hotness. Transmitted by conduction, convection, or radiation.
7. Melting : change of matter from a solid state to a liquid state. 

8. Freezing: change of matter from a liquid state to a solid state. 

9. Vaporization: the process by which a liquid changes into a gas. 

10. Condensation: the process of changing from a gas to a liquid.
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
