1. Solid: matter with a definite shape and volume; has tightly packed particles that move mainly by vibrating. (p. 41)

2. Liquid: matter with a definite volume but no definite shape that can flow from one place to another. (p. 42)

3. Gas: matter that does not have a definite shape or volume; has particles that move at high speeds in all directions. (p. 44)

4. Compound: a substance produced when elements combine and whose properties are different from each of the elements in it. (p. 25)

5. Mixture: a combination of compounds and elements that has not formed a new substance and whose proportions can be changed without changing the mixture’s identity. (p. 27)

6. Substance: matter that has the same composition and properties throughout. (p. 25)

7. Homogeneous: of same kind: having the same kind of constituent elements, or being similar in nature; having uniform composition
8. Heterogeneous: consisting of dissimilar parts: consisting of parts or aspects that are unrelated or unlike each other 
9. Viscosity: a liquid’s resistance to flow. (p. 43); thickness and stickiness; a thick and sticky consistency or quality
